It is with affection and great respect
that 1 talk about the Ukrainian
diaspora in Canada, about the fact
that Ukrainians there have

Ukrainian  Students in the
Canadian Parliament

Recently a group of students from
many regions of Ukraine completed
an internship in the Canadian
Parliament.  The Program was
organized by the Chair of Ukrainian
Studies Foundation at the
University of Toronto in
cooperation with the World
Congress of Ukrainian Jurists. For
sometime, the Foundation has
assisted educators and students from
Canadian as well as foreign
universities by granting them
fellowships, scholarships and
awards. The CUPP Program began
in 1991 and it has brought to
Canada over 30 Ukrainian students
to participate in the internship
program in the Canadian
Parliament.

The organization of the Program
from the Canadian side is under the
direction of Ihor Bardyn, the
Director of the Program and the
Chairman of the Intemational
Committee of the World Congress
of Ukrainian Jurists.

From May to July of 1995, after the
final selection competition, 14
young students from 75 applicants
from Ukraine, received a
scholarship to participate in the
Program. The participants of the
5th CUPP Program, during their

three month stay in Canada,
acquired experience and knowledge
which will help them in their future
endeavours.

During their initial two week stay
in Toronto, the students were given
lessons in Canadian history and the
parliamentary system of
Government, visited the General
Motors plant in Oshawa, the
headquarters of Medical
Pharmacies, the Provincial
Parliament of Ontario, the Royal
Ontario Museum, Castle Loma and
the Rare Books Library at the
University of Toronto where they
viewed the Millennium Collection
of rare books.

In Ottawa, the participants of the
Program worked in the House of
Commons, met many Members of
Parliament, as well as the former
Governor-General of Canada,
representatives  of political and
community groups and visited
important historical and cultural
institutions.

On May 29th, in the House of
Commons, the CUPP participants
met with Prime Minister Jean
Chretien. Ukraine's Ambassador to
Canada, Victor Batiuk participated
in this meeting. The Ukrainian
students posed questions to the
Prime Minister as to the internal
and external policies of Canada.
During this meeting, the Prime
Minister stated that, "The Canada-
Ukraine Parliamentary Program is
an excellent opportunity for
students from Ukraine to leam
about the Canadian parliamentary
system and its government”. At the
conclusion of the meeting, he posed
with the students for a group
picture.

Also in the House of Commons, the
participants met with a delegation
of parliamentarians from Ukraine
headed by Chairman of the
Ukrainian Parliament, Oleksander
Moroz. The Ukrainian
parliamentarians were in Canada at
the invitation of the Canadian

Government. During this meeting,
Oleksander Moroz spoke about the
constitutional process in Ukraine
and in particular about the
constitutional accord between the
Ukrainian Parliament and the
President of Ukraine.

The meeting with the Chairman of
the Ukrainian Parliament,
Oleksander Moroz, was the final
meeting the CUPP participants
attended shortly before their
departure for Ukraine.

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Canadian Encounters

Ordinarily life unfolds such that
encounters with people and the
impressions of those encounters
may leave a lasting impression.

Participating in the Canada-Ukraine
Parliamentary Program gave me the
opportunity not only to acquire
practical skills, but to meet many
extraordinary persons from whom
one could leam. Some of those I
met in Canada helped me to form a
lasting impression about life in
Canada, about relationships in
society, and remove certain
stereotypes (which I questioned
before I came to Canada).. My
internship in the Canadian
Parliament and my meetings with
Canadians created a new attitude, a
new understanding of Canada and
Canadians.

There were organized meetings with
political leaders, the Prime Minister,
and Members of Parliament. There
were informal meetings in the
House of Commons, during lunch
period, in coffee shops and at social
get togethers. During one's student
days, in associations with other
people, one notices their treatment
of you. Some encounters are
agreeable and leave a positive
impression, while others do not.
And one seeks to emulate the
conduct of individuals with whom
one had a pleasant or positive
experience.  Salvador Dali once
wrote, "Does it matter whether one
wishes to be like someone else or
not?" I recognize the answer from
meetings with some Canadians.

One of those memorable meetings
was with Senator Raynell
Andreychuk. The meeting was
planned for 40 minutes, but
expanded into 1 1/2 hours and yet,
we never felt the passage of time.
This was a unique opportunity to
meet a person whose every
statement I was ready to endorse
with my own signature. Yet Ms.
Andreychuk did not try to teach or
preach to us, and we were able to

take away from this meeting more
than is often leamed from teachers.
As an individual with unique
practical experiences, and expertise
in international relations, she was
able to open to us the essence of
human dimensions within a country,
as well as between countries and
about how one can, in a civilized
and convincing manner, propose
and defend one's point of view. As
well, she was an enchanting and
elegant woman who captured the
attention of all of us, not only with
her wisdom but with her easy-
going and natural manner.

Another interesting encounter took
place with the former Governor—
General of Canada, The Honourable
Ramon Hnatyshyn. Now, that Mr.
Hnatyshyn has left the political
arena and looks out on the energetic
life of Parliament Hill from the
perspective of the 14th floor of his
Ottawa law firm where he now
works, he was able to share with us
his fascinating experiences and
wisdom. I was proud and honoured
to listen to a man whose roots go
back to my own hometown region
of Chemivtsi.

The history and life of these two
individuals, Ms. Andreychuk and
Mr. Hnatyshyn, is more interesting
than the many biographies and
autobiographies on the market.
Theirs has been a lifelong
commitment to hard work, often in
the face of strong opposition yet
through perseverance, they kept
their self-respect, persevered in
their duties and succeeded.

I cannot omit another acquaintance,
of which one can be proud of and
that is the encounter with the
Director of the CUPP Program, Ihor
Bardyn. Thor, belongs to a rare
type of person who understands
people and offers his hand of
friendship even before one asks for
his help. Such people are hard to
find but when you meet them it is
satisfying to admit that such people
exist. He is known for his work in
Canada and Ukraine, as a jurist and

Director of the Canada-Ukraine
Parliamentary Program. He was
liked immediately by all
participants of the Program.

[ am certain that the achievements
and lessons learned from
participating in the Program will,
for a long time, influence and stay
with us. We are all convinced that
by leaming from the experiences of
other countries and making new
friends, it is easier to understand
oneself and one's own country.

How 1 Find Ukraine After
Visiting Canada

For three months, fourteen
Ukrainian university students
participated in an internship
program in the Canadian
Parliament. We underwent two
weeks of orientation in Toronto and
then two months as interns on
Parliament Hill, working with
Members of Parliament, taking in
sittings of Parliament, committee
meetings, meetings with the Prime
Minister, Senators, bankers,
businessmen,  judges, doctors,
lawyers and ordinary Canadians.
We spent our working and leisure
hours in conversations and
discussions with Canadians who
have made Canada what it is today.
We tried to leam how Canadians
govern, educate, create and
entertain themselves. We tried to
be open minded and analyze
everything we saw. Now that our
internship is over and we have
returned to Ukraine, how do I find
Ukraine after visiting Canada?
What do I see in Ukraine and how
do I evaluate my homeland?

First of all, I must say that we
leamed to see the "whole forest"

and not just the trees. I believe it
is an important skill to possess, to
be able to analyze a situation or
reach logical conclusions. In
Canada we saw unified cultural,
political, economic and law
systems. Each is closely connected
and dependent on each other. We
wish it were the same in Ukraine.
Ukraine needs a market economy
with understandable rules and a
clear definition of the objectives, in
order to create a market oriented
economy. Ukraine needs a
comprehensive, not contradictory
system of laws in order to let
people know what they can and
cannot do. It needs a political
system in which people can readily
participate and an electoral system
which is fair and open. Persons
elected to hold office must know
their responsibilities and strive to
work to fulfil them. We should
define the type of country we are
building. Do we want to build a
Ukraine for Ukrainians only? Or
do we want to build a multicultural
country where there is respect for
all multicultural groups who are
working for Ukraine's future and
prosperity?

In order to achieve that goal, we
have to define how we will build
this country. Today Ukrainians are
building a country without clear
objectives. For example,
individuals in elected office or
responsible  positions announce
important  decisions and then
proceed to act in a contradictory
manner.  Our President, Prime
Minister and Parliament have not
yet defined their responsibilities.
At times they make contradictory
announcements and decisions on the
same issues and individuals and
provincial leaders do not know
which decisions and directives they
are to follow. This leads to a
situation where provincial officials
take on the role of decision makers
and do not pay attention to the
Central government. In these
circumstances, we cannot talk about
an efficient running state and
understandable economic and law

reforms and policies.

According to our current laws, we
have a situation where anyone can
do as they like and anyone can be
imprisoned for any action. This
follows, as on the one hand
individuals break laws with
impunity, and on the other hand
others have no protection from
arbitrary arrest or they are not
protected by the police from the
criminal element. The state does
not have a comprehensive law, it
has an unregulated and often
underground economy, without
controls.

If Ukraine does want a market
economy, it must have in place the
necessary conditions for business
people to want to invest, and build
and carry on business activities.
Ukraine needs simple, clear
economic rules and a market
oriented economy. Economic
growth is closely linked to political
stability. And that is why a
balanced political system, the
protection of human rights and
social and cultural tolerance are
important factors for economic
growth and prosperity.

Ukraine is a multi-cultural state.
People of different national
backgrounds, religious and
ethnocultural groups are working to
create a strong and prosperous
Ukraine. They are all participating
in building a new Ukraine and, I
believe that they all should have the
same rights to live in Ukraine.
After the intolerance of the
communist regime, discrimination
of the Ukrainian language and
culture, it is understandable why
some wish to eliminate Russian and
other languages and cultures. But
if we really want Ukraine to
prosper, we have to build it as a
country with a Ukrainian spirit,
Ukrainian language and culture, but
with respect for other cultures and
languages. We have to encourage
a new generation of Ukrainians to
leam as many languages as they
can and to be tolerant of its
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minorities. We leamed in Canada
how to approach these challenges
and how to solve them. An
important factor in this process is to
take into account the interests of all
groups and to find a compromise
which can be reasonable for
everyone. After retuming to
Ukraine we were interviewed on
television and radio programs about
our internship in the Canadian
parliament. We spoke about
Canadian laws, political system,
multicultural policies and how
Canadians respect their environment
and how diligently they work. We
emphasized that knowing how to
organize one's working and leisure
time is an important factor for
success. We tried to explain that
all problems can be solved if one
works hard to see "the whole
forest" and is committed to finding
a solution. We said that if we leam
how to work hard and gain the
objectives we set out, we will enjoy
our life in our beautiful motherland,
Ukraine.

Memories of Canada

October is almost over and soon it
will be 3 1/2 months from the date
of completion of our parliamentary
program and my retumn to Ukraine.
I don't know about the other CUPP
participants, but, after retuming
home, I was inundated with
questions and attention from my
parents, relatives, friends and all
those who knew that I was in
Canada and completed an internship
in the federal parliament of that
country. The information hunger
which prevails in Ukraine, does not
give an opportunity for people to

freely draw upon the information
which interests them, especially
about other countries, and it is for
this reason that I was inundated
with many questions about Canada,
Canadians, about the Program and
about what I leamed. As a rule, all
conversations tended to begin with
banal questions such as, Where is it
better, here or in Canada? What are
the possibilities of work? It is
difficult and what is the manner of
acquiring Canadian citizenship, and
so forth.

In some instances it was sad to hear
such questions, especially since they
are multifaceted and complicated,
whereas the answers had to be
given from a purely personal point
of view.

Generally, only after the passage of
time, can one assess any kind of
program and see tangible results. It
is for this reason that I would like
to once again, but now with a
fresher and more full assessment,
summarize and reveal that which I
experienced and achieved and that
which I leamed in my three months'
stay in Canada.

One of the first things that I would
like to note is the marked
improvement of my English. The
result of working in an all English
language environment, the everyday
use of the language with people for
whom English is their working
language, were an excellent
opportunity and education in the
use of the English language.

It is impossible not to recollect
what a great impression the
Parliamentary Library made on me
with its high standard of service.
Almost everyday I borrowed new
books about international,
inheritance, criminal and financial
laws. I copied information from
these books or made photocopies.
I researched information about the
economy, business and, on the basis
of this research, prepared for my
M.P. an analysis about Canadian
and Ukrainian business relations.
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Of particular value, I believe, were
the personal contacts with
individuals from Canadian society,
the other interns from the U.S.A.
and with Ukrainian Canadians. [
was able to develop good and
friendly relations with
representatives of the Government
of Canada, Members of Parliament,
other interns and businessmen. [
am convinced that these contacts
have already helped me to broaden
my education and my perspective
and will continue to do so in the
future.

It was very entertaining, interesting
and educational when we appeared
on television and radio and wrote
our first articles in newspapers and
magazines in Canada. One
sometimes feels unsure in front of a
camera or microphone, knowing
that they are being listened to and
viewed by many people. And
therefore, it was necessary 1o
experience emotion and some fear
when doing interviews. All in all,
these were great experiences and an
education for all of us.

Summing up what [ have said, I
would like to emphasize that during
my stay in Canada, the acquired
experience in Parliament and
knowledge of Canadian society are
invaluable and without doubt
important for the future.

Most importantly, I believe that the
Canada-Ukraine Parliamentary
Program should continue to exist
and to expand. Each year more and
more students from Ukraine could
have the opportunity to participate
in the Program and to travel to
Canada to do an internship in its
Parliament.

For myself, I once again wish to
deeply thank all organizers and
sponsors of the Program and the
Members of Parliament who
participated actively in the Program.
